What are the requirements for a potential

 Master’s Commission 360 disciple?

Spiritual Preparedness 

We are looking for people who have a sincere desire to find a place of intimacy with Jesus.  For an individual to be considered for MC 360 it must be evident to the spiritual leaders in his/her home church that the prospective student has indeed accepted Christ as his/her Savior and is conducting his/her life according to Godly principles.  Therefore, every candidate is required to submit a letter of reference from his/her senior pastor.  We prefer that candidates are saved for at least six months before entering the program.  Candidates should be at least 17 years old. 

Commitment

Master’s Commission requires a committed heart.  No dating is permitted during your first year of Master’s Commission.  The reason for this is to ensure that the student is giving Christ nine months of his/her life without distractions.  Our ultimate goal is for each student to leave MC 360 with a recklessly abandoned, wholehearted, and intimate relationship with Jesus!  Therefore, we ask students to make a covenant with God to keep Jesus as their focus.  Master’s Commission programs around the world have tested and proven that when students give up dating for a time that they allow God to have free reign in their heart.  The results are amazing!  

Potential disciples must be willing to make this program their highest priority for the entire nine-months of the program.  They must be willing to see their commitment through to the end.  Because of this, disciples are not permitted to get a job or commit to other ministries while in the program.  The student will work in almost every area of ministry during their first year.  The days are filled with training, ministry, and traveling so there is no time for an outside job.  God will totally change those students who completely surrender their hearts and lives to him.  Master’s Commission 360 is looking for those who are willing to lay down their desires and make Jesus their number one priority.   

Frequently Asked Questions

What should I do first?

Read through the information in this packet very carefully so that you have a full understanding of the program.  Prayerfully fill out the application and send it in.  We will consider your application and follow up with you by phone and e-mail.  Along with your application please be sure to send the non-refundable application fee.  Please feel free to call our office with any questions you have regarding the program or the application process.

Who should come to MC 360?

Master’s Commission is an intense training program for anyone seeking to gain a greater relationship with Jesus.  You don’t have to be a perfect bible scholar to be part of MC 360; you just need a wholehearted desire to seek the Lord and his plan for your life.

Is Master’s Commission only for students going into full time ministry?  

No!  Absolutely Not!  Master’s Commission is for anyone looking to deepen their relationship with Jesus.  Master’s is a place to put your spirit first.  Not every MC 360 student will go into full time ministry, but every willing heart will hear God’s voice for their life as they seek his face.  
What will I learn while in Master’s Commission?  What will a typical day consist of?

There is so much to be learned in Master’s and the days will be very busy so that we can cover a lot of ground.  At MC 360 we believe in prayer and begin each day with an hour of personal prayer time.  As MC 360 staff it is our desire to give our students a wide range of learning opportunities.  There will be practical training as well as dynamic teaching on a variety of topics.  Some of these topics include: leadership, servanthood, outreach, drama, and character development.  Students will also be required to complete a contract of biblical curriculum that includes memorizing and researching scripture.

What can Master’s give me that Bible College can’t? 

Along with excellent Biblical curriculum, Master’s also provides its students with hands-on, practical training that many Bible colleges are unable to provide.  MC 360 provides its students with experience that goes beyond the books.
Will I have the opportunity to go on mission trips?

Yes! MC 360 is committed to fulfilling the Great Commission given to us in Matthew 28:18-20.  We will provide opportunities for our team to travel both inside and outside the United States to reach the world for Jesus!

Master’s Commission 360
Objectives and Standards


Master’s Commission 360 exists for the purpose of providing biblical training for Christian discipleship and leadership.  The vision of MC 360 is first, “to know God” through intense discipleship, scripture memorization, and developing a character that reflects Christ.   The second part of the vision of MC 360 is to “make Him known.”  Students will do this through outreach and evangelism.


To accomplish these goals Master’s Commission 360 requires that each student, as a condition of his/her admission, agree to the following objectives and standards for the entire duration of the program.

1.  Abide by the MC 360 Covenant and to follow the MC 360 Rules of Conduct.

2.  To Practice good citizenship, respecting others rights, freedoms, and the personal property of both the church and others.

3.  To refrain from the use or possession of alcoholic beverages, tobacco, narcotics, hallucinogenic drugs, and gambling.  To refrain from the misuse of prescription and over the counter medications.

4.  To exercise mature Christian judgment regarding television, movies, readings, and other forms of entertainment.

5.  To endeavor to help others abide by these standards, encouraging them to abide by them through word and conduct.  Also to not entice nor aid another in violating these standards, but to tell another of his/her fault in a Biblical fashion.  (Mt. 18:15-17)  If the person persists in disregarding the standards, it then becomes a moral obligation of the students and MC 360 staff to report the violation to the proper authorities.

Payment Plan

· MC 360 offers students the option of paying the program fees in monthly installments.  The amount and schedule of those installments will be determined by the MC 360 director.  Students who are late on their payments will be charged a late fee and/or be put on disciplinary probation.

· There will be an additional charge of $200.00 for those students choosing this option.  This charge will make the total bill (including non-refundable fees) $5255.00 for the academic year.  

· If you are interested in this option you will need to contact the program director.

· In the event of early withdrawal/dismissal, students who choose this option will not be entitled to a full tuition refund.

Financial Aid

· Currently MC 360 does not offer financial aid; however, if you need assistance please contact our office.

· MC 360 does offer a discount to some students whose parents are currently in full time ministry.  Please contact our office to see if you qualify for this discount.

Extras

Mission Trips
· MC 360 students will be expected to go on at least one mission trip during the year.  The funds for the trip are the responsibility of the student and are not included in the program fees.  Students who are behind on their program bill will not be allowed to travel on mission trips or otherwise.
Refunds

The total program fees are due and payable as above.  Refunds will be pro-rated on the following schedule and will follow the early leave policy stated below.

Full tuition (not including non-refundable fees)

Before October 17, 2008


50% of full tuition (not including non-refundable fees)

25% of full tuition (not including non-refundable fees)

Early Leave Policy 


A refund will be given in accordance with the above refund Schedule when a disciple withdraws from the Master’s Commission program with the proper approval.  Proper approval constitutes a joint agreement between the disciple and the Director that the disciple must leave the program because of personal hardship.  Exiting the program due to disciplinary problems is not considered grounds for refund.  In order to secure proper approval, the disciple and Director must complete an official withdrawal form at the time he/she is leaving the program.  Withdrawal forms are available at the Master’s Commission office.  Refunds will not be made until the Master’s Commission office gives the Church Business office a copy of the completed withdrawal form.  Refunds are effective as of the date of the withdrawal form.  Students who do not receive proper approval to withdrawal from MC 360 (due to personal hardship) will be required to pay the remainder of fees owed to MC 360 without exception.  All fees are subject to change without prior notice.
